Loans of up to $20,000 and grants of up to $7,500 are available. Loans are for up to 20 years at 1 percent interest. Grant funds may be used only to pay for repairs and improvements resulting in the removal of health and safety hazards. 
	Applicant needs to live in area that is considered rural (City over 20,000 is not rural).  
To obtain a loan, homeowner-occupants must be unable to obtain affordable credit elsewhere and must have very low incomes, defined as below 50 percent of the area median income. They must need to make repairs and improvements to make the dwelling more safe and sanitary or to remove health and safety hazards.
